The Fort Lauderdale Police Department was contacted by the Seagull School this morning in reference to a delayed burglary.  Patrol officers were dispatched at approximately 9:00 A.M. to 425 Southwest 28 Street. 
Upon arriving at the school, contact was made with the Principal.  The Principal advised that sometime during the weekend portables 10 and 11 were broken into.  It appears that entry was made into each of these portables by prying open the doors.  Once the culprits were inside of the portables, the combination locks from the computer cabinets were removed.  The culprits were able to remove 37 laptops from the portables.  The total loss is valued at approximately $54,000.00.
