Update 2:

Information has been developed on a description of the driver involved in this accident.  He has been described as a white/light skinned male, 30’s, dark hair, possibly worn slicked back, clean shaven, and slender built.  Anyone who may have any information is encouraged to contact the Traffic Homicide Investigator or Broward County Crime Stoppers.

Update 1:

Carolyn Bianco passed away, as a result of her injuries, sustained in the hit and run accident on March 10, 2010.  Investigators have also learned that Victoria Kirby sustained serious bodily injury from this crash.  Kirby is currently undergoing treatment for a pelvic fracture.  The investigation into this hit and run accident continues.  

Original:
The Fort Lauderdale Police Department is investigating a hit and run, which led to serious bodily injury.  The accident occurred on Wednesday, March 10, 2010 at approximately 7:34 P.M.  The accident took place in the 1100 block of East Las Olas Boulevard.
Carolyn Bianco, W/F, 06/19/1944 and Victoria Kirby, W/F, 05/22/1947 were crossing East Las Olas Boulevard northbound from the south sidewalk, between the crosswalk at Southeast 11 Avenue and mid-block near 1032 East Las Olas Boulevard.  As the two victims were crossing the street, a dark colored sports utility vehicle (SUV) struck both females.  After striking the females, the vehicle fled the scene eastbound.
Bianco sustained a serious life-threatening head injury and currently is in critical condition at Broward General Medical Center.  Kirby received minor injuries.

The vehicle has been described as a large, dark colored, possibly American-made SUV.
