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	AGGRAVATED CHILD ABUSE
	


The Fort Lauderdale Police Department has arrested Ian Arnold for an aggravated child abuse that was committed on June 21st, 2010.  The abuse took place at 5990 Northeast 18th Avenue, #925.

Fort Lauderdale Fire transported the victim to Holy Cross Hospital on June 21st, 2010.  Fire rescue was dispatched to the apartment after Arnold called and stated the baby was not breathing properly and he lacked movement in his eyes.  The child was originally transported to Holy Cross Hospital.  Once at Holy Cross Hospital, the severity of the injuries resulted in the child being transported to Broward General Medical Center.

Upon arrival at Broward General Medical Center, photographs were taken of the child.  The child had suffered large bruises in the shape of a handprint on each side as well as brain injuries that were consistent with being shaken.  
Ian Arnold voluntarily agreed to come to the Police Department and speak with investigators.  In his statement, Arnold stated that he grabbed the child and pulled him away from a computer on Sunday, June 20th, 2010.  Arnold went on to state that he must have “snatched” the child too hard and then pointed to the photographs of the bruising.  Arnold then went on to say that those bruises were the ones he did.  Arnold was released after questioning.

This morning at approximately 8:00 A.M. the child who has been identified as Kamarie Bowles JR., 6/6/2009, was pronounced deceased from the injuries he suffered.

Ian Arnold was taken into custody today at approximately 10:20 A.M. in the 1200 block of North Andrews Avenue.  Arnold has been charged with Violation of Probation and one count of Aggravated Child Abuse.  Additional charges are pending.
