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	ARMED SEXUAL BATTERY

	


The Fort Lauderdale Police Department is investigating an armed sexual battery that occurred on April 8th, 2010.  The battery took place at approximately 8 P.M. and occurred in the area of Andrews Avenue and the 1200 block.
Detectives have learned that the victim was waiting for the bus to pick her up at the bus stop.  While at the bus stop, a blue unknown four door vehicle approached the victim.  The suspect then pointed a handgun at the victim and demanded that she enter the vehicle.  The victim fearing for her life complied.  The suspect then drove the victim to another location and committed a sexual battery.  The victim was then ordered out of the suspect’s vehicle in the area of the 400 block of East Sunrise Boulevard.

The suspect has been identified as a black male, approximately 6’00”, and he was last seen wearing a black tee shirt, blue jean shorts, and black sandals.  The victim also described the suspect as having a tattoo on his upper left arm.
