The Fort Lauderdale Police Department, a member of the South Florida Internet Crimes Against Children (ICAC) Taskforce has arrested Stephen Rosenthal, 2/18/1948, and charged him with 2 counts of Possession of Child Pornography and 1 count of Distribution of Child Pornography. The ICAC task force members involved in this operation were from the Fort Lauderdale Police Department, Broward Sheriff’s Office, the Attorney General’s Office and Immigrations and Customs Enforcement (ICE).

A long term investigation was launched in January 2010 after receiving tips from a social networking service.  The tip indicated that a user was distributing child pornography upon its website.  The investigation led Detectives to Rosenthal’s address.  Detectives were able to engage in frequent conversation on the internet with Rosenthal.  Rosenthal, while posing as a child, sent several graphic child pornography images to the undercover detective.

A search warrant was executed at Rosenthal’s residence today.  The search yielded at least two child pornography images on Rosenthal’s computer.  The images depicted victims as young as 6-7 years of age engaging in oral sex.  

During a post Miranda interview, Rosenthal confessed to having the images of child pornography on his computer.  He went on to state that he would delete the images after distributing them to users on the internet.
