The Fort Lauderdale Police Department has confirmed that the body inside of the 
vehicle removed from the New River on Friday, February 27th was in fact Lisa Hayden-
Gordon. 
 

Detectives were notified on Friday, February 27
th

 at approximately 8:30 A.M by 
volunteers from Team Watters Sonar Search and Recovery Inc. These volunteers 
along with volunteers from Guardians for the Missing were instrumental during the 
search and discovery of Gordon.  
 

The volunteers from Team Watters Sonar Search and Recovery Inc. scanned the 
waterway using sonar equipment. The vehicle, belonging to Gordon, was located in the 
waterways of Cooley’s Landing, located at 415 Southwest 7

th
 Avenue in the City of Fort 

Lauderdale. The vehicle was then removed from the water by members of the Fort 
Lauderdale Police Department Dive Team. 
 

This still remains an active and on-going investigation. Detectives will not be releasing 
any further information until it is concluded.
