On Wednesday, June 26™, Chief Rick Maglione and the Staff Inspections Unit from the
Fort Lauderdale Police Department appeared before the Commission for Florida Law
Enforcement Accreditation (C.FA.) where the department was awarded the prestigious
status of re-accreditation with Excelsior Status for the third time.
